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Fundamental Principles of Library Science.

As we all know., our late Dr.. S. R.
Ranganathan, the ‘Father of Indian
Librarv. Movement' was the first national
librarian of India and also the professor
of mathematies in Madras University.
When we think about a modern library,
we observe four important factors namely,
Books, Reader<, Staff and Finanec. A
good library service depends upon these
factors. Dr. S. R, Ranganathan considered
these important factors and he initiated
five principles governing good library
sérvice. These governing principles arc
known as the °‘Five Laws aof Library
Science'.

1. Books are for use.

2. Every Reader must have his own
books.

3. Every book must: have its Own
readers.

4. Save the time of the reader.

5. Libraryisa growing organism.

The first law gives expression 10 the
Modern concept of the library i-e. books
are for use. But, it opposes the ald
concept. that books are for preservation,
This law.also pre=supposes hooks, readers,

staff and finance.

The second law gives t¢mphasis to the
readers. This law states that every reader
should get his or her books from a library
according to his or her requirements and
tastes. This law violates the old yiew that
only the noble class should get the henefit

of & library. _

The third law gives impotance iothe
books. It stresses that every hack should
be read by its reader i, ¢. no book should
be found idle in the shelf. This law
challenges the old view that books are 1o
he chained 1o the shelves,

The fourth law stresses imporiance 19
(e value of the time spent by both the
readers and library staff -\This law implies
"that only the minimum time shovid be

gpent, by the readers and staff for the

maximum benefit.

The fifth law is significant in the context
of planning a library for the futare.
