2006 - 2007

Introduction

It is my pleasant duty to present a brief report of the academic as well as non academic activities of
Newman College during its 43" academic year. The academic year started as usual on the first working
day in June 2006, Rev. Fr. Sotter Peringarappilly, the newly appointed Bursar of the College offered Holy
Mass in the chapel and invoked God's blessings for the year. Invocation was followed by ttor’s hour in
the respective class rooms. Students elected the class leaders under the guidance of tutors and schedule
of work for the year was given. The teaching and non-teaching staff met separately in the afternoon in
the presence of Very. Rev. Mgr. Thomas Malekudy, the Manager. Admission to | Degree classes started
on 4" July and classes began on the 10" of the month. Very Rev. Mgr. Thomas Malekudy formally inaugurated
the classes and addressed the new comers and their parents in the auditorium. | P.G. classes were
started on 17" August, 2006.

Strength of the College

The strength of students in the college at the end of the academic year is 1449. Among them 1276 are
at graduate level and 173 at postgraduate level. Women students outnumber men at all levels. They are
63% of the total strength. The number of teaching staff including seven guest lecturers and the four on
long leave is B9 and that of non-teaching staff is 42. There are three supporting staff also working in the
college.

Rev. Fr. Raju Jacob was appointed Lecturer in Malayalam in the substantive vacancy created by the
retirement of Prof. P.M. Ulahannan. Dr. K.V. Alice of Mathematics department was transferred from
Pavanatma College, Murickassery. In the department of English, Rev. Dr. N.L. Francis moved on work
arrangement to Nirmala College, Muvattupuzha and Prof. joseph Athickal is working instead. Dr. Joe
Jacob of Physics department who was at Pavanatma College on work arrangement, returned home. Ms.
Sindhu Thomas rejoined the department of Botany after completing B.Ed, course. Prof. P.M. Ulahannan
who retired from the department of Malayalam at the end of the last academic year continues in the
department as Guest Lecturer. Sri. Johnson Varghese and Sr. Alphonse Maria got extended their deputation
under FIP for another year.

On the non-teaching staff, Sri. C.l. George was transferred from Nirmala College and was promoted as
Senior Superintendent of the College Office w.e.f. 1-12-2006.

Dr. Elsy Augustine, HOD of Hindi retired on 30 April, 2007 leaving a record of meritorious service for over
twentyfive years. From the non-teaching staff, Smt. P.). Annakutty, Library Assisant retired on 28" February and
Sri. Mathew Joseph, Lab Assistant on 31* March. Sri, K.V. Sebastian and Sri. T.V. James, Lab Assistants are retiring
on 31* May. Sri. N. Ulahannan will retire on 31* August. The staff and students gathered together in the
auditorium on Manday, 12 February to bid farewell to the retiring members of staff. Very Rev. Mgr. Thomas
Malekudy presided over the function. | gratefully salute all those who have retired during the academic year

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Obituary

The Newman family was literally shocked at the untimely death of the beloved student Anish P.A. in a
road mishap on 4* July, 2006. The staff and students gathered together at Periampra, on the next day to
pay homage to one of the dearest members of the family.

Death appeared in its ugliest form when our beloved colleague Sri. Tomy George succumbed to severe
cardiac disorder on 16 March. Sri. Tomy George had joined service only in 2001 and was the only earning
member of the family consisting of his parents, wife, and the two schoolgoing children. Within the short
span of his selfless service he had become very dear to everybody in the campus.

We mourn the sad demise of our beloved Anish and Tomy George. We lift our hearts in prayer for
them. May the Divine Father grant eternal peace to both the deceased and consalation to their families.

Prof. P.V. Joseph, former Vice Principal and HOD of Mathematics died of oldage ailments on I5* March,
at Kuttipuzha, his ancestral home. The Principal and many members of the staff attended the funeral and
paid homage to him. His services to the institution are fondly remembered. May his soul rest in peace.

Academic Activities

The Il and Il Degree classes were started on 5" June, 2006. There were fifty seven actual working days
during the first term. The first internal test was conducted from 29" August onwards and the second
internal test from 16" December onwards. There were two occasions of student strike affecting smooth
conduct of classes in the second term. The strike in connection with the College Union elections reached
very unwelcome proportions, ended up with destruction of college property, suspension of six students
and criminal case against twenty one students. Yet, the issue could be settled amicably, without affecting
the peace and tranquillity of the campus in the third term. There were only 52 working days in the second
term and 46 in the third term. Apart from student agitations, private bus strike and occasional harrals also
played their role in the deplorable decrease in the number of working days. Regular class for Ill DC
students came to an end on 2™ February, for Il DC on the 16" and for | DC on 24" of the month.

Seminars and Workshops

A series of seminars and workshops were organised at the college level as well as department level. A
few of them deserving special mention are noted below:

On 28" July, 2006, the PG department of Commerce conducted a one-day seminar on “Career
Opportunities in the Financial Market", Mr. Babu E. Vettoor, member of Cochin Stock Exchange was the
chief resource person. He deliberated on the job opportunities available in the field of stock exchange.

Four or five advanced students were selected from
each class and were given training to enable them to present their seminars with the use of LCD projector.

Rev. Sisters Lincy C.5.N and Joyce C.5.N of Morning 5tar Mursing College, Adimali engaged the
sessions effectively.

The programme was conducted at the initiative of the Career
Guidance Cell.

A talk on “Financial Markets” was delivered by Mr. Babu Vettoor of the Cochin Stock Exchange to the
students of Economics department on 8% August.

Shyjimon from
Austrian Academy of Sciences, Italy shared his erudition and experience to the final DC and all the PG
students of the department.

The most prestigious programme of the Physics department during the academic year was a one day
Mational Seminar on “Development of Multi Media Learning Aids" held on 19" and 20" August. Dr.

A half-day workshop on Power point presentation was conducted on 28" August in order to equip the
teaching community with the techniques. The NIIT team in Thodupuzha provided the expertise.

Reputed Career trainers Messrs. Jaleesh Peter, Vipin V. Roldant and Jinto Mathew guided
the programme. Eighty students participated in it.

Legal Awareness Class was arranged for the |l DC students by the Legal Services Authority of Govt.of
Kerala. Sri. K. Chenthamarakshan, District Judge, Thodupuzha inaugurated the programme. Students
were divided into two groups and there were three sessions for each group. The different sessions
were engaged by leading advocates of Thodupuzha, Messrs. C.K. Vidyasagar, James Thomas Anakallumkal,
Babu Sebastian, P.T. Jose, P.S. Michael and Joy John. The classes benefited the students, creating in them
a basic sense of legal obligations and rights. The N.S.S. unit of the College was in charge of the conduct
of the programme.

The department of Commerce arranged a seminar on “Management Studies” for B.Com students on
27* September. Mr. Jayan K. and Jayesh T.K. of the ICFAI, Kottayam were the chief faculty. A model
test for admission to M.B.A. course was conducted as part of the seminar.

The Botany department organised a seminar on 29" September. Dr. Baby Joseph of Nagarjuna Herbal
Products was the chief resource person. The seeds distribution project of the department was also
inaugurated on the day.

A half-day seminar on Linguistics was conducted by the department of English on 6" October. Dr.

Prof. Ramesh K. Arora, Director, Centre for Administrative Change,
Jaipur, inaugurated the seminar. Dr. Satyanarayana Sangita, Professor and Head, Centre for Governance
and Development, Institute for Social and Economic Change, Bangalore delivered the key-note address.

There are two Memorial Lectures, the college proudly conducts annually.
* Rev. Dr. John Vallamattom Memorial Lecture

The Lecture was instituted originally under the name “Foundation Day Lecture” to mark the Ruby
Jubilee of the College in 2004. Later it was renamed in memory of Rev. Dr. John Vallamattam, the
Founder Secretary of the College who expired on 19" September, 2005. Rev. Dr. Vallamattam who
was instrumental to the establishment of the college in 1964 in his capacity as Education Secretary of
the diocese of Kothamangalam served the institution also as lecturer and Manager for a few years.
He continued his service for long as the Secretary to the Managing Board of the college.

The Lecture of this academic year was delivered by Dr. Cyriac Joseph, Honourable Chief Justice of
Karnataka on Saturday, | 7™ February, 2007. The topic of the lecture was "Democracy and Judiciary”.
He spoke at length on the role of judiciary in ensuring the success of democracy in a pluralistic
society like that of India.

Prof. Francis Thonikuzhy Memaorial Lecture

It is at the initiative of the department of Political Science that the lecture is conducted every year
in honour of the first head of the department. The fourth lecture in the series was delivered this
year on the topic “Future of Democracy in India” by Dr. G. Gopakumar, HOD of Political Science,
University of Kerala on 9" October, 2006.

to sanction PG grant to the department.

Three books were published by the college during this academic year.

“aflmpmuayosmyrm mos” a work compiled and edited by the Il DC History students of the academic
year 2005-06. The teachers of the department guided the wark.

“Grassroot Democracy and Nation building” - Essays in honour of Rev. Dr. John Vallamattam. It is a
collection of sixteen essays throwing light into the functioning of democratic Institutiun:s and systems
at the grassroot level. The book has been edited by Dr. T.M. Joseph, HOD, Political Science.
Another book “Local Governance in India: Ideas, Challenges and Strategies” edited by Dr. T.M. Joseph
was published in 2006 by the Concept Publishing Company, New Delhi. The essays included in the book
mostly were developed from the discussion papers presented in the national workshop conducted by
the college on 20" December, 2003. Dr. T.M. Joseph was the co-ordinator of the workshop.

“Indian Journal of Botanical Research” and “Indian Journal of Multi-disciplinary Research” edited by
Dr. Stephen Joseph of the department of Botany has brought credit to the college.

The book “Alliance to Animosity: United States Policy Towards Iran” authored by Dr. P.A Jose of the department
of Political Science has been published by Indian Publishers and Distributors, New Delhi, in 2007.

Research Work

A major breakthrough in research work in the college is achieved when the Mahatma Gandhi University
sanctioned a research centre in the department of Physics in January, 2007. It is the only research
centre in the whole district of Idukki. This achievement was made possible by the efforts of Dr. Joe
Jacob and Dr. §. Sankararaman of the department. Both of them are approved research guides by fhﬂ
University. We hope to develop the centre into one of the most excellent research centres in Physics.

The minor research projects taken up by Dr. AJ. Jose and Rev. Sr. P.O. Alphonsa of the department of
English have been successfully completed. A new minor research project is sanctioned recently by
UGC to Sri. K.V, George of the department of English. Another one is sanctioned to Dr. T.M. |oseph,
HOD of Political Science too. The major research project sanctioned to Dr. KJ. Kurian, former HOD
of Economics is nearing completion. A new one is sanctioned to Dr. T.M. Joseph, HOD of Political
Science, as Principal Investigator. The title of the project is "Paradigm Shift in Governance: State
Society Synergy in Rural Kerala with special reference to the Jalanidhi Project”. The total outlay of the
project is Rs.5,15,600/-.

Dr. Joe Jacob of the department of Physics is carrying out research on the topic “GMRT Measurements
of a new mini radio halo MRC  0116+117" as visiting Associate of IUCCA, Pune.

Smt. Lovely Mathew of the department of Chemistry and Sri. K.V. George and Sri. Vincent Aerath of the

department of English have completed their research for Ph.D. and submitted the thesis to the respective
Universities.

Sri. K.M. Thomas of Commerce, Sri. Joseph Augustine of Histary and Smt. Jane A. Luke of Statistics are
doing part time research in the respective subjects.

Sri. Johnson Varghese of Commerce and Rev. Sr. P.O. Alphonsa of English who are full time researchers
under F.LP of U.G.C have got their deputation extended for one more year.

Apart from the College Council, general staff meetings also were source of inspiration and co-operation
for the administration. The teaching staff met in common seven times during the year. There were
centrally arranged departmentwise meetings also, thrice in the year, i.e. in May, 2006, January 2007 and
March 2007. The non-teaching staff met four times during the academic year. Frequent meetings and
open discussions have always helped improving the atmosphere in the campus.

i) P.T.A. Meetings

The P.T.A Executive Committee met on 23" May, 2006 and approved the accounts for the year 2005-06.
It was suggested to improve the playgrounds and canteen facilities spending the remaining amount in the
P.T.A. Fund. Sri. T.C. Parameswaran, the outgoing parent and Sri. P.M. Ulahannan, the retiring teacher, in
the Executive were accorded warm farewell. Their sincerity and commitment to the cause of the institution
are thankfully recalled now. Sri. C.C. Babychan and Dr. P.A. Jose were elected parents’ and teachers’
representatives respectively in due course, to fill in the gap. The first meeting of the reconstituted Executive
Committee was held on 27 September, 2006. It was decided to conduct the batchwise parents’ meetings
from 3™ October onwards.

Accordingly, the meeting of the Ill DC was held on 3 October, that of Il DC on 4* and | DC on 5"
October. Over 90% of the parents attended the meetings. These meetings and the interface between the
wtor and the parent in the respective class room helped a lot to evaluate the performance of students
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in internal tests and collect feed back from the parents regarding different aspects of campus activities.

This committee met on 10" March, 2007 in
view of preparing for the NAAC Peer Team visit scheduled for the third week of March,

Reaccreditation by NAAC

The first accreditation of the college by NAAC was in 2000 following the Peer Team Visit in October

1999 under the Principalship of Prof. T. Ousepachan. The college was placed at Three Star level.

As early as 2004, even before the expiry of the first accreditation period, we decided to go for

reaccreditation. Willingness for reaccreditation was duly communicated to NAAC and Internal Quality

Assurance Cell was formed. Various committees were set up to prepare for reaccreditation. The

Steering Committee consisting of Dr. T.M. Joseph (Co-ordinator), Sri. K.M. Mathew and R.K. Pillai

(Joint Co-ordinators) was appointed in 2005, The Committee took care of preparing the Reaccreditation

Report, selecting sufficient data from the materials collected by the criterionwise committees. The

Reaccreditation Report was submitted to the NAAC in September, 2006.

The schedule for Peer Team visit was announced by NAAC in February, 2007. Again different committees

were formed incorporating all members of teaching and non-teaching staff, in order to make immediate

preparations.

The NAAC Peer Team consisting of Dr. B.S. Sherigara, Vice Chancellor, Kuvempu University, Shimoga,

Karnataka (Chairperson), Dr. V. Sujatha, Principal, Cauvery College for Women, Thiruchirappally

(Co-ordinator), and Dr. Mrs.V. Rajani, HOD of English, St. Theresa's College, Eluru, Andhra Pradesh,

visited the college on March 20,21 and 22, 2007 as per schedule announced earlier. The team started

with interaction with the Principal, visited departments and facilities and interacted with various stake

holders like the managing board, non-teaching staff, students, parents and alumni. It is gratefully recalled

that the assessment process was an encouraging and enriching experience for the college community.

The Peer Team left the campus on 22" March giving a positive stroke and appreciating the work done

and facilities provided for the student community and the society outside. In the exit meeting, Dr. BS.

Sherigara, the Chairperson of the team held in high esteem the social commitment of the institution

and the unity and co-operation within the college community. The Peer Team Report highlighted the

following aspects of institutional existence as noteworthy:

Public Access to the Library

Astronomical Observatory

The department of Physics owns a highly sophisticated telescope. It is available for the students from
other educational institutions and interested public to view the planets. The school students selected
under the "Gifted Children Scheme" have availed the facility recently.

Counselling Centre

The Student Counselling Centre started in 2004 has become one of the most sought after service in
the college. Rev. Sr. Annies Nellikunnel S.A.B.S., professionally qualified and effective social and family
counsellor extends her services to the student community on all Tuesdays and Wednesdays. Often the
needy students queue up at the centre.

Students’ Welfare Scheme

The Students’ Welfare Scheme was started in connection with the Ruby Jubilee of the College in 2004.
It is of great help to the poor students who happen to undergo prolonged medical treatment or meet
with natural calamities. Financial assistance to the tune of Rs.40000/- in total has been extended to six
students during this academic year.

DRC Testing Centre

The DRC Testing Centre functions under the PG department of Chemistry since January, 2005. It is
the most prestigious extension service provided to the public. Till date over 800 samples of latex
brought by rubber growers in and around Thodupuzha have been tested and results given. Each sample
is ‘charged a fee of Rs.25/- for testing. Thus the centre is generating income to the institution also.

The Vermi Compost Plant installed in the campus is operated in full swing. It provides organic fertilizer
for use in the estate of the College.

Soil Analysis Facility
