ideology which encloses the thinking of all members of
a given society. New historicism introduces this concept
of thought control in literature and attempts to break it.
Thus new historicism really represents a significant

extension of the empire of literary studies.

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The appeal of new historicism is great for a variety of
reasons. Firstly, although it is founded upon
poststructuralist thinking, it is far more accessible. It
avoids post—structuralisms dense style and vocabulary,
it presents its data and draws its conclusions.secondaly,
and the material of new historicism is fascinating and
wholly distinctive in the context of literary studies. As
the arrroach is different from other modes of literary
analysis, we feel that we are entering a new territory
reading new historicist essays. Thirdly the
political edge of new historicist writing is always sharp,
but at the same time it avoids the problems frequently
encountered in Marxist criticism .It gives the historical
